Our philosophy of education is to teach students to:

STATEMENT OF FAITH

Each student should know and understand the core doctrines of our Christian faith. The following is a brief
summary of Bailey’s Grove Baptist Church’s Statement of Doctrine and Philosophy.

HANDBOOK

This handbook outlines rules and procedures that will help students know what is expected of them.
They have been written with both the integrity of the school and the student's best interest in mind.

At Bailey’s Grove Baptist Schools, we have four types of rules:

If a parent or student has a sincere question about a rule, he is invited to contact the school
administration. At times it may be necessary to make changes to this handbook during the school year.
Students will be notified through chapel announcements and home room announcements of any
change to the handbook.

SCHOOL ORGANIZATION

ADMINISTRATION, STAFF, AND FACULTY

Bailey’s Grove Baptist Schools are a ministry of Bailey’s Grove Baptist Church. The Principal is under the
direct supervision of the Pastor of Bailey’s Grove Baptist Church who serves as Superintendent of
Schools. The staff are dedicated, likeminded members of our church.

ADMISSION TO SCHOOL

Each student will be accepted into our school based upon their previous academic, spiritual, and social
record.



Church attendance is essential to the fulfillment of our mission statement. Parents and students are to
be faithful, active members of Bailey’s Grove Baptist Church (or a Church of like-faith and doctrine)
and fully committed to its doctrinal position and ministry direction. We believe in the motto coined
by Dr. Lee Roberson, “Three to Thrive”! Three services a week will help to keep the church, school, and
home on the “same page” providing the best possible environment for our children to benefit from a
Christian education.

Parents must sign a form giving permission for their child to be under the policy as outlined in this
handbook.

Students must live at home with their parents or legal guardians. Any student moving away from home
must drop out of school.

Attending Bailey’s Grove Baptist Schools is a privilege and not a right. The school reserves the right to
deny any student that, in the opinion of the administration, does not fit into the spirit and purpose of
Bailey’s Grove Baptist Schools.

STEPS FOR ADMISSION

Fill out a new student registration packet in its entirety.
Return the completed student registration packet to the school office including:

0 Emergency Treatment Form

0 Student Transcript or completed Transfer of Records Form - transfer students are admitted
on a conditional basis until all transcripts and records from the previous school verify their
academic status.

The administration will review the application and contact the parents if a meeting is necessary.

CURRICULUM

Bailey’s Grove Baptist Schools uses A Beka Book Christian school curriculum. This proven curriculum
sets forth a standard of excellence in academics, quality, appearance, balance, and integration of Bible
throughout their materials.

GRADING AND REPORT CARDS
REPORT CARDS

Report cards will be sent home every nine weeks -- two for the first semester and two for the second
semester. Report Cards are to be signed by a parent or guardian and returned to the school within one
week.

Each report card grade is determined by the teacher. The grades are based upon a predetermined set
of requirements which is explained to each student.

TEACHER-PARENT COMMUNICATION

We are here to assist you, the parents, in the training and teaching of your children. It is our desire to
communicate effectively with parents. You can expect to receive written correspondence throughout
the year from the school administration and from your child's teacher. In addition, please feel free to
schedule an appointment with your student’s teacher and/or principal at any time.

SCHOOL POLICIES AND
PROCEDURES

ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL PROCEDURES

During the “Drop Off” and “Pick Up” times for the safety of the students, please do not park in front of
the school building. If you need to visit the school office during the “Drop Off” or “Pick Up” times,
please park in front of the gym. During school hours, parents and visitors may park in front of the
school building. If a student is to be picked up by anyone other than the parent, a note should be
turned in to the school Administration.



ARRIVAL

All students are to report to their class by 8:00 AM. Students may enter the building as early as 7:45
AM. Any student arriving after 8:00 AM will have to report to the Receptionist Desk to obtain a tardy
slip. Please have your child at school in time to get his books and supplies ready and to be in his place
by 8:00 AM.

DISMISSAL
All students will be in their designated dismissal areas after school. We ask that parents stay in the car

during the arrival and dismissal of students unless you need to set up an appointment to speak with a
teacher or the principal.

EARLY DISMISSAL

In any case where it is necessary for a student to be dismissed early, a parent must sign the student out
through the school office. If there is a specific time in which a parent would like to have their students
dismissed, a note should be sent with the student that morning stating so. The teacher will then have
the student to wait in the office at the appointed time. In the event that a student is brought back to
school before dismissal, the student should check-in at the school office before returning to class.

LATE Pick-Up

School dismisses at 3:00 PM. Our staff will supervise students until 3:15 PM. In the event of a
legitimate emergency, please notify the school.

CLOSED CAMPUS PoLICcY

For the safety of our students and staff, Bailey’s Grove Baptist Schools operate under a CLOSED
CAMPUS policy. Students are expected to stay on school property the entire school day. Visitors are
welcome but must first be approved by the administration in advance. After approval, guests must
check-in with the school office to receive their guest pass. Any guest without a pass who is found on
property will be asked to leave until the proper procedure has been followed.

CAMPUS STEWARDSHIP PoLICY

We believe that God has given us the school property, buildings, equipment and materials to use for His
glory as a ministry of Bailey’s Grove Baptist Church. As stewards of these blessings, we expect students,
staff and visitors to be cautious, considerate, and clean on the school property. Any defacing or
damaging of school, church, or personal property of students or school personnel, whether
intentionally or through negligence will require a complete restoration of the amount of property
defaced or destroyed.

CLOSINGS

In the occasion of inclement weather, school closings and delays will be broadcasted on Fox8 News. If a
parent decides to have their student dismissed early, it will count as an unexcused absence unless the
entire school is dismissed early.



PHILOSOPHY OF DISCIPLINE

Discipline is necessary to provide an atmosphere where students can obtain excellent academic training
with a spirit of godliness. Discipline is not just punishment, it is the biblical, loving correction that leads
to a change in thought and behavior.

The following is a few, but not all, of what we hope to produce in our students through good
discipline:

9 Development of Christ-like character

9 Accountability to God for actions and attitudes

9 Overall increased personal responsibility

9 A healthy fear of the Lord

9 Understanding of God’s laws of cause and effect

9 Understanding of good decision-making principles

9 Understanding of how to set up a righteous defense to protect their heart from wrong

Students are expected to respect authority and respond to any adult courteously. Students should be
honest and exhibit kindness and respect to fellow students. Disruptive behavior will not be tolerated in

the classroom.

BAILEY'S GROVE BAPTIST HONOR CODE

The Honor Code should be enthusiastically embraced by all Bailey’s Grove Baptist School students. If a
student demonstrates by his actions or attitude an unwillingness to live by this code of Christian
conduct, he will be asked to withdraw from Bailey’s Grove Baptist Schools.

Classroom Behavior: When an adult enters the classroom, every student is to stand. The only
exception occurs when a student is taking a test or a timed writing. Students may again be seated
when the teacher so indicates.

The school will not accomplish its goals without classroom discipline; therefore, the primary purpose of
classroom discipline is to create an environment conducive to learning. Any form of misbehavior that
does not conform to this objective is destructive to the learning process and will not be tolerated.
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FINANCIAL POLICIES

PHILOSOPHY

Our school, which is a ministry of Bailey’s Grove Baptist Church, was not founded to generate a

profit or to subsidize any other area of this ministry. It was founded with the purpose of being an

extension of the Christian home and an educational help and blessing to the faithful members of

our church. This is evidenced by its restrictive requirements for enrollment and its low tuition

rates. Our daily financial operating needs, such as teacher’s pay, are therefore dependent upon

the prompt payment of tuition from each and every school family.

PAST DUE ACCOUNTS
Tuition for the Bailey’s Grove Baptist Schools is based on a school-year rate but is divided into ten

equal installments for the parents’ convenience. Discounts are available for those with more than

one child.

Families will be required to set up an account with Smarttuition.com. All fees and tuition will
be billed through this manner. Registration, book fees, insurance, smarttuition.com fee, and
first month’s tuition must be paid before entering school unless prior arrangements have
been agreed upon.

Each month’s tuition is due on the 15" of the month.

Smarttuition.com has a schedule of late and insufficient fund fees of which you will be aware
when agreeing to their terms.

If a student has anything owing on his account after the 30" of the month, he will not be
allowed to attend classes until his account is made current.

Classes missed because of non-payment of tuition are considered excused absences, and any
class work missed must be made up.

If a student has attended school even one day of a given month, he is responsible for
payment of the entire month’s tuition.

LUNCH PROCEDURES

Students are to bring their lunches. No student will be allowed to leave campus for lunch unless

he is accompanied by his parent or guardian and has made the arrangements in advance through
the office.

MEDICAL INFORMATION

1. Medical Forms
A. Immunization forms must be kept up-to-date. Parents may sign an objection waiver if
they are opposed to immunizations.
B. Students may not attend classes unless all forms are turned in properly.
2. School Insurance
A. BGBS provides a supplementary insurance coverage for all students injured while under

school supervision.
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B. Parents must use their own medical insurance as the primary coverage and file with the
school’s insurance after their own insurance has paid its maximum.
C. Please be reminded that all accidents should be reported immediately if possible. If an
accident occurs after school, report it the next school day.
3. Medication
A. Students who need to take medication at school must bring a note from home directed
to the school secretary. This includes aspirin and vitamins.
4. lliness at School
A. Students who become ill at school should tell their teacher they are sick.
B. Under no circumstance is a student allowed to call home to tell his parents that he is
sick. The school office is responsible for calling home.
C. In an emergency, students should immediately notify the closest teacher.
D. The principal is the only person who may excuse a child for illness while at school.

MISCELLANEOUS

ACHIEVEMENT TESTS

Achievement tests are given every year. Parents are encouraged to see their young person’s
achievement test score. Please call the school to make an appointment to review the test scores
or to have your student’s test scores sent to you.

PERSONAL PROPERTY

The school cannot take responsibility for any personal property lost or stolen.
Students are not allowed to bring the following items to school without permission:

Animals

Squirt guns

Fireworks

Radios, televisions, videos, etc.
Battery-operated games
Knives or other weapons

Basketballs or any other athletic equipment that cannot be stored in the locker

RECESS

Students must wear approved clothes for recess. For the boys, the uniform consists of navy blue
sweat or wind pants, a Wolverine t-shirt, white socks, and athletic shoes. For the girls, the
uniform consists of culottes (made from a school-approved pattern), a Wolverine t-shirt, white
socks, and athletic shoes.

Students must wear their own clothes with their name printed on them. A student may not
borrow another student’s clothes or take it without permission.
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RECORDS FOR EMERGENCY PURPOSES

Please keep the school office informed as to any change of address, phone number, place of
employment, and employer’s phone number.

TELEPHONE CALLS

9 Students may not use the office phone without permission.

9 Telephone calls may be made before school, after school, and at lunch only with permission.
 Emergency calls may be made at any time.

Parents may talk to students between classes when deemed necessary by the administration.

STUDENT EXPECTATIONS

ACTIVITIES

CHAPEL

Chapel will include challenging preaching, stirring music, and relevant school and church
announcements. It will also provide an opportunity for students to serve through music specials
which will be conducted regularly by the students. These services will help raise students’
awareness of their own spiritual state. Chapel services with Bible preaching are a unique
characteristic of the Christian school setting us apart from other schools.

Chapel will be held once a week, on Wednesdays, for grades K-6. All students will wear “Church
Dress” on Wednesday. They should also have their own copy of the King James Bible.

FIELD TRIPS

Teachers may schedule occasional field trips that are relevant to the education and development
of students. Parents will be notified in advance concerning field trip details including any nominal
fees that may be required. Chaperones are expected to follow the school standards set forth in
this handbook, including dress and conduct.

SCHOOL-SPONSORED PROGRAMS

Students are encouraged to participate in school programs.
ATTENDANCE

ABSENCES FROM SCHOOL

Regular attendance at school is essential to student success. Students are allowed to miss no
more than fifteen days per semester for any reason (including excused and unexcused absences.
Please keep in mind that personal days are included in this total). Students missing more than

fifteen days will not receive credit for the semester.
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Students who over-absence should continue taking classes for the rest of the semester even
though they will not receive credit. Any transfer student’s total allowable absences will be pro-
rated from the date of transfer.

ABSENCES FROM CLASS
A student who has missed more than ten minutes of a class is considered absent from that class.
Fifteen absences from any class will result in loss of credit for that class for the semester.

EXTENDED ILLNESS

The exception to the over-absence rule is for a single extended illness. When verified by a doctor,
a student may miss up to 40 days per semester because of an extended illness. However, all work
must be made up to receive credit.

EXCUSED ABSENCES
Students who are absent from school must bring a note by 3:15 P.M. the following school day
from their parents explaining the absence. Failure to do so will result in an unexcused absence.

School work that is missed as a result of an unexcused absence may not be made up, and the

student will receive a zero for all the work missed.

Five Personal Days

PERSONAL DAYS
Personal days are intended to allow parents and students time for family activities. However,
they may be taken for any reason the parents desire. The following rules govern their use:

I Each student is allowed five personal days each semester. They may not be accrued from
semester to semester.

I The parent must write a note telling the school that a personal day was taken for an absence.
That note must be turned in before 3:15 P.M. of the school day following the personal day.

I Personal days may be taken in half-day increments provided they are present at least 3 %
hours.

I Students may not take a personal day and remain on campus unless they are accompanied by
their parent.

I Each personal day counts as a day of absence.

Students may take a personal day and still participate in extracurricular activities after school.

9 If a student takes more than five personal days per semester, the excess will be considered as
an unexcused absence.
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TARDINESS
A student is considered tardy to school if he is not in his seat in class by 8:00 AM. If tardy, a

student must report to the office before proceeding to class. Five tardies in a semester will carry

the penalty of an absence which results in a zero daily grade.

DRESS

CODE

A school dress code is important for several reasons. Of primary importance is that it sets

minimum standards for modesty. It is widely recognized that behavior is related to dress. A

proper climate for learning demands attire appropriate for the classroom. The administration

reserves the right to be the final judge of clothing or fashions that may be deemed inappropriate.

LADIES’ DRESS CODE

1. Hair must be clean and neatly styled.

2. Skirts and dresses

Loose fitting skirts or dresses must be worn for all occasions unless otherwise noted.
Skirts and dresses must completely cover the knee at all times, whether standing or
sitting. Slits must be sown and not pinned, and may not be any higher than the bottom
of the knee.

Skirts must fit properly and be modest.

Denim may not be worn.

3. Culottes

MEN’S

Culottes are approved for recess and certain activities when announced. The culottes
must be made from one of two approved patterns: Mrs. Hooker’s pattern, and the
Christian Womanhood pattern. Culottes must be the same length of approved skirts,
covering the knee while standing or sitting.

DRESS CODE

Hair must be clean, neat, and evenly tapered from the neckline upward.

All pants must have a crease and be worn with a belt. No jean material.

Shirts must be neat and clean with a collar and sleeves. No pink or lavender shirts or ties
on boys. Only one top button may be left unbuttoned. Shirt tails must be tucked in. No
guestionable words or pictures. Dress shirts must be worn when a tie is required.

No athletic shoes allowed except at recess, athletic events and other special events
announced in advance. Dress or casual shoes only. Dress socks must be worn at all
times. No work boots of any kind.

For Wednesday chapel, boys must wear a dress shirt, tie, and dress shoes.

No jewelry or piercings.
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HOMEWORK

Homework is a very useful and an important part of a student’s education. It serves the purpose
of practice, refinement, and mastery of skills or truths learned in the classroom.

DUE DATES

Homework may fall due on any school day except Thursday. As a matter of practice, we will not
have homework assignments due for those who attend services during revival weeks. Students
who do not attend Bailey’s Grove Baptist Church will, as much as possible, receive the same
consideration when attending revival services at their home church; students must bring a note
from parents stating that they have attended the services. They will be allowed a reasonable
amount of time to make up the work.

INCOMPLETE HOMEWORK

When a student is absent from school, he will have as many days to make up the missed work as
he was absent. Wednesday will not count as a day. For example, a student who was absent
Monday and Tuesday will have two days (Thursday and Friday) to do the homework. It must be
turned in on Monday.

Students who have an unexcused absence will not receive a grade for homework that is due at
that time. The homework must still be completed. Homework is often done in sequence, and it is
necessary to learn one step before going on to the next step. Suspended students may not make
up homework or tests for a grade.

Any student who has a problem making up work should contact the teacher. Every effort will be
made to help the student get caught up.

“I forgot,” “I didn’t understand the homework,” and “I did not have time” are not acceptable
excuses. Homework is very important and must be completed.

AMOUNT OF HOMEWORK

We try to limit homework to no more than one and one-half hours per night for an average
student. The weekend counts as one night. Please notify the office if homework is becoming a
burden. We will strive to take steps to help a student taste success.
